Full Attendance is Required 

Full attendance is required and essential for successful learning. Students are expected to attend every class as 
scheduled and to be present to write the final examination.

Western Canada Campus 

Free student parking is in the south parking lot on a “first-come, first-serve” basis. The student parking lot is 
accessed at the southeast corner of the school, located directly behind the main gymnasium. All other parking lots 
are City of Calgary pay lots. Student cars parked in marked staff spots or fire lanes will be ticketed and/or towed 
without warning. 2-hour street parking is available in the community. Please be aware that cars will need to be 
moved before 2 hours have expired. The parking lot as well as surrounding streets are regularly patrolled by the 
City of Calgary and cars parked illegally will be ticketed and/or towed. No parking pass is required for Summer 
School.

Conduct 

The Calgary Board of Education is committed to providing students and staff with a welcoming, caring, respectful 
and safe learning environment that respects diversity and fosters a sense of belonging.

Cheating on a test or copying another person’s work may result in a loss of marks or withdrawal from your course. 

Late Start /Early Dismissal 

Each day of summer instruction is the equivalent of one week of a semester high school program. Due to the 
already abbreviated nature of the term, no provision will be made for missed classes, or for the late start or early 
release of students. You are expected to attend every class as scheduled and to be present on the last day of 
class to write the final examination. Final exams cannot be rescheduled.

Provincial Diploma Exams

Advance Payment is Required for Rewrites and International Students  

If you are rewriting an exam or are a non-funded (International) student, Alberta Education requires registration 
and payment for each exam before you write the Diploma Exam. All students must register and pay online for 
each exam at myPass.alberta.ca (Alberta Education). For up-to-date information related to Diploma Rewrite Fees, 
visit: alberta.ca/diploma-exams.aspx (Alberta Education). 

What You Need to Know 

Testing & Accommodation Centres 

Testing & Accommodations Centres will be open from 8 a.m. – 2 p.m. at all Summer School locations for 2019. 
Limited assistance is available at each school site to support students requiring: 

 Readers 
 Scribes  
 Use of inclusive technologies (Read and Write Gold and Dragon Naturally Speaking) 
 A distraction-free environment to write tests or complete assignments 

During summer school, any student who requires accommodations can use the facility. A student’s requirement 
for accommodations must be discussed and agreed upon with the teacher prior to any exam. Students 
with identified learning needs or identified as an ELL student and registered in 30 level courses, who applied for 
Diploma Exam Accommodations while registering will be responsible for informing their teachers of their identified 
needs based on a copy of their IPP or LSP. If you did not apply for Diploma Exam Accommodations while 
registering, please contact the school administrator at your summer school location no later than July 2, 2019. 

 

The Testing Centres will be available to students who need to write a test at a different time other than class time, 
or require extra time as agreed upon with their teacher. 

 Students should access the Testing Centre outside of class time when possible, to minimize their time 
away from classroom teaching time. 

 Students requiring a reader, scribe or the use of Read and Write Gold may need to remind their teacher 
to provide a digital copy of their assignment or test prior to the testing date. 

 Testing staff will need to be notified in advance when a student requires a reader, scribe or isolation.

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Refundable Security Deposit for Textbooks 

 $50 Refundable Security Deposit per textbook required. 

 $50 will be refunded if the textbook is returned in good condition, with the receipt, immediately following 
final exams. Late fees may apply. 

Photo ID Cards 

All Chinook students are required to have a Photo ID Card. Carry your Photo ID Card and your summer school 
timetable with you while on campus, as you will need both to write the Alberta Education Diploma Exams, to 
borrow materials from the campus library, to access computers or to write a test in the Testing Centre.

 Students in diploma exam subjects receive final school marks from their teacher on July 26, 2019. They 
can check myPass.alberta.ca (Alberta Education) for diploma exam results on August 20, 2019. 

 All final marks will be posted at MyCBE / PowerSchool Portal by July 29, 2019, and should be available 
on myPass.alberta.ca (Alberta Education) on August 7, 2019.

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Class Mark Appeal Procedures 

Discuss mark with teacher if possible. If situation remains unresolved, contact the Information Centre, Lord 
Shaughnessy Campus at 403-777-7200 to make an appointment to appeal the mark. The appeal deadline for 
diploma and non-diploma subjects is 2 p.m. on July 31, 2019. The Principal, Chinook Learning Services is the 
final authority on appeals. 

Withdrawals 

Students will be notified by June 21, 2019 if a class is cancelled by Chinook Learning Services. Withdrawal forms 
must be submitted by 3 p.m. on July 8, and can be obtained from your Summer School Campus administrators. 
After the withdrawal deadline, students will remain on the class list and the mark they have earned will appear on 
their transcript. 

Transfers 

Summer School Campus administrators handle requests for course transfers. As course selection has been 
approved by the regular high school guidance counsellor, transfers may only occur between different sections of 
the same course and are subject to availability. The deadline to transfer from Summer School is July 3, 2019. 

Safe Schools (All Campuses) 

Summer School Campuses are for registered students only. Visitors are not permitted during Summer School 
sessions. 

 Emergency Evacuation - Follow teacher directives according to the Emergency Manual located in each 
classroom. Follow the signs posted in classrooms to the appropriate exit. It is vital that everyone evacuate 
the building, keeping 50 metres away, when the fire alarm rings. Do not return to the building until the fire 
alarm has shut off and you have been advised it is safe to return. 

 Fire Drill - Follow Emergency Evacuation procedures outlined above. 

 First Aid - See Main/General Office for assistance. 

No Smoking (All Campuses) 

All facilities and property owned and operated by the Calgary Board of Education are smoke-free environments. 
This includes smoking, vaping and other forms of inhalants. 

Student Messages 

Messages for students will be taken in the case of an emergency. Summer School Campus phone numbers are 
found on Page 1 of this handbook. 

Video Surveillance System 

All campuses are monitored by video surveillance cameras for safety and security purposes. Information is 
collected under the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (FOIP Act). The FOIP Act of Alberta 
requires Chinook Learning Services to disclose information to students who are the age of majority and then only 
to others with the written consent of the Independent Student. 

August 2019 Diploma Exams  

All August Diploma Exams will be written at Lord Beaverbrook Campus. Whether you are a first time writer, 
rewriting, or a non-funded (international) student, advance registration is required. Rewriters and non-funded 
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(international) students are required to pay at time of registration. You must register with Alberta Education by the 
deadline to be assigned a seat at Chinook and have an exam sent to Lord Beaverbrook Campus. Visit 
myPass.alberta.ca (Alberta Education) for diploma exam registration and payment.

 Registration deadline: July 2, 2019
